What to Bring 2009

CLOTHING: School attire is appropriate for most activities at the
conference. Participants will need to have one dressy outfit (coat &
tie or equivalent) for dinner on Saturday. Also, sports attire will be
needed for the free-time activities. Comfortable walking shoes, rain
gear and a jacket are needed in case of rainy or cool weather during
the tours. Do not bring clothes that allow excessive body exposure or
clothes with printing or logos that may be offensive to others.
Sunglasses, sunscreen and insect repellant are optional.

HOUSING: Housing will be in climate controlled cabins in twin or
bunk beds. Participants should bring a pillow, sheets and a blanket
or a sleeping bag. Modern restroom facilities are available.
Participants should bring toilet articles, and at least two towels and a
washcloth.

REQUIRED: Bring materials for taking notes and a flashlight.

OPTIONAL: Participants may want to bring a small amount of cash
for snacks and souvenirs. There will be opportunities to make
purchases at the visitor centers during the tours. Cell phones and
electronic devices may be used only during free time, not during
sessions or tours.

DO NOT BRING: Participants should not bring excessive amounts of
money or things that are expensive and could easily be broken, lost
or pilfered. Firearms, knives, fire works, tobacco products or
alcoholic beverages, and inappropriate or offensive magazines or
other printed materials are prohibited.
